78,000. It was an important contributor to the large industrial plants in Indre Hardanger. The length was
34.5 metres, width 6.7 meters and 225 gross tonnes. The steam engine a compound (2 stages) was about
190 HP, and made a speed of 8 miles.

In 1932 it was rebuilt so that it could be used as a car ferry in the summer season.

In 1941 it was sold to A. F. Bjgrnstad in Oslo and renamed BJGRNUNGEN.

In 1945 it was sold to A/S Bjgrnungen by Andreas Stoltenberg.

In 1951, a diesel engine from H.Widdop, of 300 Hp, was installed.

In 1952 it was sold to Sivert Rundhaug in Koppervik and renamed ELSI.

In 1954, it was extended by 5.4 meters at Brgdrene Lothe in Haugesund. 266 gross tonnes.

In 1955 it was sold to Alf Seetre in Mastrevik and renamed BUDAL.

In 1959, a new Alpha diesel engine of 280 Hp was installed.

In 1962 it was sold to Knut Larsen in Skudeneshavn and renamed SKUDEBU.

In 1967 it was sold to Sverre Koch in Skien and renamed BENTE.

In 1975 it was sold to Gudmund Hansen in Trondheim.

In 1978 Hit ground and sank off Vesteralen. The crew of 5 were saved.
