B.Nr:49. NORMANDEN. Fiskebat til Johan Hareide i Alesund. Sjgsatt 4. September 1913. Overlevert Oktober
1913. Baten var 32,5 meter lang, 6 meter bred, og 154 bruttotonn. Dampmotoren var en tresteg pa 230 Hk,
ogsa bygd av M+K. TAMPEN og NORMANDEN var identiske bortsett fra noen mindre endringer i
mannskapslugaren. Batene ble bygd mer eller mindre samtidig og levert med bare to maneders
mellomrom. 17 Juli 1915 forliste den pa vei fra Alesund til Akureyri pa Island med salt og tomtgnner.
Mannskapet og noe av innventaret ble berget.

B. No: 49. NORMANDEN. Fishing boat for Johan Hareide in Alesund. Launched 4 September 1913. Delivered
October 1913. The boat was 32.5 meters long, 6 meters wide, and 154 gross tonnes. The steam engine was
a triple of 230 Hp, also built by M+K. TAMPEN and NORMANDEN were identical apart from some minor
changes in the crew cabin. The boats were built more or less at the same time and delivered just two
months apart. 17 July 1915 it sank on its way from Alesund to Akureyri in Iceland with salt and empty
barrels. The crew and some of the equipment were saved.
