B.Nr:50. TAMPEN. Fiskebat til Karl Gudmundset i Alesund. Sjgsatt i Oktober 1913. Overlevert i Desember
1913. Baten var 32,5 meter lang, 6 meter bred, vekt pa 154 bruttotonn. Dampmotoren var en tresteg pa
230 Hk, ogsa bygd av M+K. 2. Februar 1929 13 baten ved havn i Haugesund, sammen med mange andre
fiskebater pga. storm. Da ble det oppdaget at det brant i snurpenoten, brannen spredde seg videre til
nabobaten som brant opp. Fire av mannskapet hoppet i sjgen og svgmte til land og resten kom seg i en
lettbat og rodde vekk. Seinere fikk stuerten pa TAMPEN en bot pa 5 kr. for a ha fyrt opp med granved i
byssa, som lagde gnister. Hgsten 1938 var baten forlenget til 36,8 meter hos Liaaen i Alesund. TAMPEN ble
overtatt av tyskerne 15. Juli 1940 og omdgpt til LIBELLE og stasjonert som flytende torpedobatteri ved
Bergen. |1 1950 ble det satt inn en 450 Hk Crossleymotor, nye dekkshus og bakkdekk. 1 1970 ble den
kondemnert og opphugd hos Brgdrene Anda i Stavanger.

B. No: 50. TAMPEN. Fishing boat for Karl Gudmundset in Alesund. Launched in October 1913. Delivered in
December 1913. The boat was 32.5 meters long, 6 meters wide, weight 154 gross tonnes. The steam engine
was a triple of 230 Hp, also built by M+K. On 2 February 1929, the boat lay at the harbor in Haugesund,
together with many other fishing boats due to storm. It was then discovered that there was a fire in the
snuff net, the fire spread to the neighboring boat which caught fire. Four of the crew jumped into the sea
and swam to shore and the rest got into a light boat and rowed away. Later, the steward at TAMPEN
received a fine of NOK 5. for having lit a fire with sprucewood in the galley, which created sparks. In the
autumn of 1938, the boat was extended to 36.8 meters at Liaaen in Alesund. TAMPEN was taken over by
the Germans on 15 July 1940 and renamed LIBELLE and stationed as a floating torpedo battery near Bergen.
In 1950, a 450 Hp Crossley engine, new deck housings and rear deck were installed. In 1970 it was
condemned and scrapped at Brgdrene Anda in Stavanger.
