B. No: 58 TORMOD BAKKEVIG. The cargo boat was started in April 1919 as a sister ship to the previous boat
and M+K's largest to date, at the shipyard's own expense. Contracted September 1919 to Tormod Bakkevig
& son, in Haugesund. Trial trip 5 January 1921 which "proceeded extremely successfully and achieved a
speed of well over 10 miles". The boat's length is 57 metres, width 9.5 meters and 763 gross tonnes.
Machine was 550 HP.

In 1926 it was sold to A/S Kyvigs Rederi v/ John K. Kyvig, Haugesund, renamed: H. J. KYVIG.

On 26 October 1940, the boat was bombed by British aircraft, and sank at Geita lighthouse in Sunnfjord. 5
men died.
