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B.No: 84. OLAF SCHEEL. Verdens fgrste spesialbygde skjermbildebat ble overlevert fra M+K til Statens
skjermbilledkontor 8. April 1964. Baten ble satt inn i aktivt tuberkulosearbeid langs kysten nord for
Trondheim. Den er 40,8 meter lang og 8 meter bred, har innredning til 14 personer, hvorav 11 er mannskap,
resten er lege og sykepleiere. Kapasitet til 3 ta 5-600 skjermbilder pr. dag er det ogsa. Torsdag 5. November
1964 grunnstgtte den utenfor Sandnessjgen. Noen kom seg i land pa en @y, men 4 var igjen ombord. Det var
ett forrykend veer og ingen radioforbindelse. Arsaken var feilmangvrering da den gikk pa undervanns skjaer.
Skadene var mindre enn fgrst antatt og den kom seg av grunnen for egen maskin ved springflo pa Lgrdag. |
1979 hadde den gjort sin misjon og ble overfgrt til Kirke og undervisningsdept. og omdgpt til "Sjgveien".
Som opplaringsskip for sjgfolk. Siden 1995 har den hvert i privat eie bl.a. utleid til kystvakten. 1 2017 ble
den ombygd og siden brukt til cruise.

B.No: 84. OLAF SCHEEL. The world's first purpose-built screening boat was handed over from M+K to the
State's Screen Office on 8 April 1964. The boat was used in active tuberculosis work along the coast north of
Trondheim. It is 40.8 meters long and 8 meters wide, has furnishings for 14 people, of which 11 are crew,
the rest are doctors and nurses. Capacity to take 5-600 screenshots per today is also. Thursday 5 November
1964 she hit ground outside Sandnessjgen. Some made it ashore on an island, but 4 remained on board. It
was terrible weather and no radio connection. The reason was incorrect maneuvering when it went on an
underwater reef. The damage was less than first thought and it got off the ground for its own machine at
spring tide on Saturday. In 1979 it had fulfilled its mission and was transferred to the Church and Education
Department. and renamed "Sjgveien". As a training ship for seafarers. Since 1995, it has each been privately
owned, i.a. leased to the Coast Guard. In 2017, it was rebuilt and then used for cruises.
